The Faculty of Theology and Educational Sciences of Valahia University
of Targoviste organized, on May 30-31, 2022, the International Scientific
Symposium entitled ”Prayer in Christian Life: The Hesychast Tradition in
Orthodox Spirituality.” The proceedings were inaugurated by His Eminence
Archbishop and Metropolitan Nifon, who delivered a blessing and opening
address.

In his inaugural speech, His Eminence emphasized the central role of
prayer in the Orthodox Church tradition, highlighting the core elements of the
Hesychast tradition and recalling the most significant figures and landmark
works in this field. Furthermore, the Archbishop addressed the relationship
between theology, education, culture, and science, underlining
contemporary reflections on the process of inculturation in present-day society
and the wider world.
