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At the Faculty of Orthodox Theology and Educational Sciences of
Valahia University in Targoviste, on May 29-30, 2023, the International
Scientific Symposium “Theology and Life, Ministry and Christian Art in the
Context of the Contemporary World” was held.

The event was inaugurated by His Eminence Archbishop and
Metropolitan Nifon, who emphasized the primary demands of the Church’s
pastoral mission in contemporary society and highlighted the fundamental
elements of Christian tradition and witness in the face of contemporary
ideological and pseudo-religious challenges. The opening session was
attended by representatives of the university leadership, faculty members,
students, and master’s candidates.

During the symposium, presentations were delivered by professors and
theologians from five Romanian faculties of theology — Bucharest, lasi, Alba-
lulia, Cluj, and Pitesti — featuring prominent figures of contemporary academic
theology, including Fr.
