Evenimentul a fost inaugurat la Centrul International de Conferinte al

On May 27-28, 2024, the city of Targoviste hosted the International
Scientific Symposium “Orthodox Theology and the Service of the Neighbor:
Paradigms, Requirements, Contemporary Trends”, organized by the Faculty
of Theology and Educational Sciences in collaboration with the Archdiocese
of Targoviste, Valahia University of Targoviste, Dambovita County Council,
the City Hall and Local Council of Targoviste, as well as the Dambovita
County Cultural Center.

The academic event was inaugurated at the International Conference
Center of Valahia University by His Eminence Archbishop and Metropolitan
Nifon, who emphasized the relevance of the symposium’s theme for the
pastoral mission of the Church in contemporary society. In his address, His
Eminence highlighted that philanthropy represents a crucial element for the
credibility of the proclamation of Christ’s Gospel, stressing that serving one’s
neighbor constitutes a fundamental priority of Christian theology in general



and Orthodox theology in particular. He further noted that this service
embodies a concrete expression of solidarity and communion among human
beings. Concern for one’s neighbor constitutes a special missionary focus,
concretely reflecting the principles of the Gospel as lived and proclaimed
throughout the Church’s history, thereby reinforcing the credibility of Christian
witness.

The symposium’s sessions were opened by Rev. Prof. Dr. Florea Stefan,
Dean of the Faculty of Theology and Educational Sciences, who underscored
the social dimension of the Church’s mission in contemporary society. The
opening ceremony was attended by representatives of Valahia University of
Targoviste: Rector Conf. Univ. Dr. loan Corneliu Salisteanu, Senate
President Conf. Univ. Dr. Claudia Gilia, Vice-Rector Prof. Univ. Dr. Marian
Valciu, alongside Rev. Dr. lonut Adrian Ghibanu, Episcopal Vicar, as well as
numerous professors, students, and graduate students.
