In perioada 3-5 iunie 2025, la Targoviste s-a desfisurat Simpozionul

Between June 3-5, 2025, the city of Targoviste hosted the International

Scientific Symposium entitled “700 Years since the Establishment of the
Romanian Patriarchate: The Challenges of Orthodox Theology in the 20th
Century.”
The event was organized by the Faculty of Theology and Educational
Sciences, in collaboration with the Archdiocese of Targoviste, “Valahia”
University of Targoviste, the Dambovita County Council, the Targoviste City
Hall and Local Council, and the Dambovita County Center for Culture.

The symposium opened at the International Conference Center of
“Valahia” University with an address by His Eminence Professor Dr. Nifon,
Archbishop and Metropolitan, who emphasized that in its first century of
existence “the Romanian Patriarchate has affirmed itself as a strong institution,
deeply anchored in the life and needs of its faithful, remaining faithful to its
calling to proclaim the Gospel of Christ and serving as a landmark of
steadfastness, resilience, and fidelity to its own identity and to the values of our
nation, fulfilling its pastoral mission with wisdom and overcoming all the



adversities of history. Balanced and courageous, it has also promoted the
necessary inter-Christian and inter-Orthodox dialogue.”
His Eminence further noted that “throughout the past century, Romanian
Orthodox theologians have deepened the spiritual and cultural treasury of both
universal Orthodoxy and the Romanian nation, addressing the great doctrinal
and social issues of their time with enthusiasm, dedication, and depth, while
maintaining a high degree of missionary realism and responsiveness to the
concrete challenges that have tested the hope of God’s people.”

Rev. Professor Dr. Florea Stefan, Dean of the Faculty of Theology and
Educational Sciences, extended a word of welcome to the participants,
highlighting the theological significance of celebrating one hundred years since
the establishment of the Romanian Patriarchate.
The opening ceremony was also attended by Assoc. Prof. Dr. loan Corneliu
Salisteanu, Rector of “Valahia” University of Targoviste; Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Claudia Gilia, President of the University Senate; Rev. Professor Dr. Marian
Vilciu, Vice-Rector of “Valahia” University; as well as numerous professors,
students, and master’s candidates.
