Centrul de Cercetari Interdisciplinare Credinta-Stiinta-
Misiune ,,Sfantul Apostol Pavel” (C.C.I.C.S.M.) isi asuma misiunea
de a promova valorile perene ale traditiei si spiritualitatii crestine,
urmarind receptarea si integrarea acestora in contextul umii
contemporane. In acelasi timp, Centrul sustine dialogul dintre
credinta si stiinta ca mijloc de depasire a formelor de instrainare si a
impasurilor generate de pluralismul societétii postmoderne. in acest
scop, institutia stimuleaza cercetarea stiintifica interdisciplinara in
domeniile teologice, umaniste, sociale, psiho-pedagogice, stiintifice si
bioetice, subliniind caracterul complementar al acestor arii de studiu.

Pentru atingerea acestor obiective, C.C.I.C.S.M. isi desfasoara
activitatea in cadrul domeniului fundamental de cercetare
»sleologie”, structurat pe mai multe directii specifice: relatia dintre
religie si stiinta; eclesiologie si ecumenism; stiintele exacte si impactul
lor asupra vietii si religiei; stiintele umaniste; istorie si studii socio-
culturale; psihologie si stiinte comportamentale; ecologie si bioetica,
toate acestea fiind dezvoltate in conformitate cu propriul statut.
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The Interdisciplinary Research Center Faith-Science-Mission
“Saint Apostle Paul” (C.C.I1.C.S.M.) assumes the mission of
promoting the enduring values of Christian tradition and spirituality,
seeking their reception and integration within the context of the
contemporary world. At the same time, the Center supports the
dialogue between faith and science as a means of overcoming forms
of alienation and the impasses generated by the pluralism of
postmodern society. To this end, the institution fosters
interdisciplinary scientific research in the theological, humanistic,
social, psycho-pedagogical, scientific, and bioethical fields,
emphasizing the complementary character of these areas of study.



In pursuit of these objectives, C.C.I.C.S.M. carries out its activities
within the fundamental research domain of “Theology”, organized
along several specific directions: the relationship between religion and
science; ecclesiology and ecumenism; the exact sciences and their
impact on life and religion; the humanistic sciences; history and socio-
cultural studies; psychology and behavioral sciences; ecology and
bioethics, all developed in accordance with its own institutional
charter.
